To be (is, am, dan are) sering
disebut dengan linking verb karena berfungsi sebagai penghubung antara subjek dan
objek. Kata kerja ini menjelaskan kondisi atau keadaan suatu subjek. Verb umum
sendiri merupakan kata kerja yang juga terdapat di dalam bahasa Indonesia. Kata
kerja ini menjelaskan tindakan atau pekerjaan.

To be dapat diikuti oleh kata benda (English teacher) dan kata sifat
(beautiful). Kita bisa menerjemahkan to be sebagai “adalah” atau “merupakan”,
namun tidak harus digunakan. Kata kerja is dalam kalimat My daughter is beautiful,
menggabungkan kata My daughter dengan kata beautiful. Berbeda dengan to be, kata
kerja umum diterjemahkan sesuai dengan artinya dan harus dipakai. Sehingga, kata



like harus diterjemahkan sebagai menyukai dan come harus diterjemahkan sebagai

datang.

Sebelum menjawab pertanyaan, kita harus menentukan apakah pertanyaan

tersebut menggunakan to be atau verb umum. Hal ini dikarenakan kita juga harus

menggunakan kata kerja sejenis untuk menjawabnya. Contohnya adalah sebagai

berikut:

Fungsinya adalah menghubungkan subjek (pronomina, nama, atau kata benda lain) dengan
koplemen, bisa berupa kata benda (batik crafter, batik, cloth, stove, dll.), kata sifat (beautiful,
good, kind, helpful, dll.), dan adverbia (in a batik showroom, in time, at work, on the table,
dil.)

Kata kerja “fo be” dapat berubah bentuk sesuai dengan subjek yang diikutinya.
Bentuk-bentuk tersebut antara lain is, am, dan are. Terdapat tigas jenis pronomina atau kata
ganti orang dalam bahasa Inggris, antara lain orang pertama (I (tunggal) dan We (jamak)),
yang sedang berbicara, orang kedua ( you (tunggal dan jamak)) yang diajak berbicara, dan
orang ketiga (he, she, it (tunggal) dan they (jamak)) yang sedang dibicarakan. Bentuk is
hanya digunakan pada pronomina orang ketiga tunggal he, she, dan it, bentuk am hanya
digunakan untuk orang pertama tunggal I, dan bentuk are digunakan pada orang kedua jamak
dan orang ketiga jamak you dan they. Sehingga, akan didapatkan susunan seperti yang
terdaftar di bagian Useful Expressions.

Pronomina disebut juga dengan kata ganti orang karena bertugas untuk menggantikan
subjek yang telah disebutkan sebelumnya (khusus untuk orang ketiga). Perhatikan contoh di
bawabh ini:

The batik motive is so beautiful. It is expensive.

“dan” yaitu Aishah and Bayu. Jadi, orang ketiga jamak (they) dapat terdiri dari satu
kelompok, atau gabungan dari beberapa individu atau kata kerja tunggal, sehingga kata benda
seperti batik and cloth, Yudi and Annisa, Shirt and skirt, dan lainnya harus menggunakan are.
Aturan tersebut juga berlaku pada nomor 6. Walaupun terdapat pronomina | dan she, kalimat
tersebut tidak dapat menggunakan bentuk am ataupun is, karena | and she terdiri dari dua
orang yang dijadikan satu kesatuan menjadi they.

Pada tabel di atas, kita melihat ada dua bentuk kalimat, yaitu, positif dan negatif.
Kalimat positif adalah kalimat yang memberikan informasi, sedangkan kalimat negatif adalah
kalimat yang menyangkal sebuah informasi. Lebih mudahnya, perbedaan kalimat positif dan
negatif adalah bahwa kalimat negatif disertai dengan kata negasi berupa “tidak” atau “bukan”
(not) sedangkan kalimat positif tidak. Enam contoh di atas semuanya adalah kalimat positif,
untuk mengubahnya menjadi kalimat negatif, kita hanya perlu menambahkan kata “not” di
belakang kata kerja “to be”.

Pada Unit 2 dan 3 kita sudah belajar tentang satu jenis kata kerja dalam bahasa
Inggris, yaitu to be. Selanjutnya, kita akan belajar mengenai jenis kata kerja umum. Kata
kerja ini berfungsi untuk menyatakan aktivitas atau kegiatan. Berbeda dengan kata kerja to be
yang dapat diterjemahkan maupun tidak, kata kerja umum harus diterjemahkan sesuai dengan
artinya. Susunan kalimat positif tidak berbeda dengan kalimat dengan kata kerja to be yaitu
Subjek — Kata Kerja — Objek/Adverbia. Perbedaan terdapat pada kalimat negatif. Perhatikan
contoh di bawah ini:

The tourists are excited. =>» The tourists are not excited.

They buy many stuffs. => They do not buy many stuffs.

Mr. Radjaban is their guide. => Mr. Radjaban is not their guide.
He walks in front of them. =>» He does not walk in front of them.

Contoh-contoh di atas telah menunjukkan perbedaan yang jelas antara kata kerja to be
dengan akata kerja umum. Untuk membentuk sebuah kalimat negatif pada kata kerja to be,
kita cukup menambahkan kata not setelah kata kerja to be. Namun, untuk kalimat dengan
kata kerja umum, kita perlu menambahkan do not atau does not di depan kata kerja.
Penggunaan do not atau does not juga memiliki aturan. Kata kerja umum memiliki dua
bentuk, yaitu tanpa —s seperti pada contoh nomor 2, dan yang menggunakan —s seperti pada
contoh nomor 4 (walks, talks, buys, makes, crafts, etc.). Kata kerja akan mendapat imbuhan —
s jika digunakan pada subjek yang setara dengan pronomina orang ketiga tunggal, antara lain
he, she dan it. Kata kerja yang tidak menggunakan imbuhan —s, hanya bisa menggunakan do
not untuk kalimat negatifnya, dan kata kerja yang menggunakan —s hanya bisa menggunakan
does not. Kita bisa menghafalkannya dengan urutan berikut:

I, You, They, We (Ayu Dewi) tidak suka ES, He, She, It suka ES.
Possessive Pronouns

Seperti halnya bahasa-bahasa lain, pronomina dalam bahasa Inggris juga memiliki
bentuk yang berbeda sesuai dengan fungsinya. Bentuk yang sudah kita pelajari (I, You, We,
They, He, She, dan It) adalah bentuk subjektif, artinya, mereka bertugas sebagai subjek dalam
sebuah kalimat. Dua jenis yang lain adalah posesif dan akusatif. Pada unit ini kita akan
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mempelajari tentang bentuk posesif pronomina. Bentuk ini bertugas untuk menyatakan

Jika Anda menemukan kalimat seperti ini, maka kalimat tersebut menggunakan cardinal
number.

In the past, there was a distinction between the American billion (1,000,000,000) and the British or
European billion (1,000,000,000,000 — now the trillion), but in modern use the vast majority of the
English speaking world has adopted the American version.

Saying a large number
We say large numbers by listing the numbers in order of size, biggest first. When reading a single
number, all the number labels should be singular, for example 10,400 isten thousand four
hundred and not ten thousands four hundreds.
We describe three digit numbers in hundreds, then tens. Generally, in British English we usually
connect large numbers with double or single digit figures with and, but in American English and is
not used. Note that hundreds, thousands and millions are not connected to each other with and,
though.
For example:
345 three hundred and forty-five (three hundred forty five in American).
59,321 is fifty nine thousand, three hundred and twenty one. (not fifty nine thousand and three
hundred...)
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You can then describe large numbers with a series of different figures, grouping numbers in hundreds
and tens, starting with the biggest number. So we describe hundreds/tens of millions, then thousands,
then hundreds:
1,345,612 = one million, three hundred and forty five thousand, six hundred and twelve
153,200 = one hundred and fifty three thousand, two hundred

In the...
When we want to say where a number generally lies, in the above groups, we can say it is in the... For
example, 14 isin the teens, 325 isin the hundreds. For tens and hundreds of larger numbers
(thousands, millions), we say in the tens (or hundreds) of... So: hundreds of thousands and tens of
millions.

Hundreds and thousands

Often it is easier to describe four figure numbers in hundreds instead of thousands. This is perfectly
acceptable. For example, 1500 might be described as fifteen hundred, instead of one thousand five
hundred (or one and a half thousand), because it is simpler to say.

Prosesnya hampir sama,
perbedaannya hanya terdapat pada kata kerja yang berpindah. Untuk kata kerja to be, yang
berpindah ke sebelum subjek adalah bentuk utuh dari kata kerjanya, kemudian salah satu
unsur kalimat dihilangkan untuk diubah menjadi kata tanya dan ditempatkan mendahului
subjek, pada contoh di atas adalah jumlah uang (Rp.734.000 = How much). Sebaliknya,
kalimat yang menggunakan kata kerja umum harus ditambahkan dengan do/does sebelum
subjek kalimat sesuai dengan kata kerjanya, apakah menggunakan akhiran —s atau tidak.

Seperti pada pertanyaan dengan to be pertanyaan yes/no dengan kata kerja juga harus
menukarkan posisi subjek dan kata kerja. Jadi, kita hanya perlu memindah do/does yang
sebelumnya mendahului subjek, menjadi didahului subjek.

... dijawab dengan “yes, we do” atau “no, we do not.” Kita juga bisa menuliskan jawaban
lengkap dengan menyalin kalimat setelah do/does dan membuatnya menjadi positif atau
negatif sesuai dengan kondisi dan konteks. Kemudian, untuk menjawab kalimat 5w+1h Kita
hanya mencari jawaban dari sesuai dengan kata tanya yang digunakan. Dalam contoh di atas,
yang ditanyakan adalah lokasi (where), sehingga bisa langsung dijawab dengan tempat
tersebut, yaitu “at the cashier.” Bilamana kita menginginkan jawaban yang lengkap, pertama-
tama kita harus menghilangkan kata tanya dan do/does. Kemudian, kita susun kembali
kalimatnya sesuai dengan jawabanya. Dalam contoh di atas, where dan do dihilangkan,
sehingga klausa “You have to pay ” didapatkan. Seletahnya, klausa tersebut digabung dengan
jawaban singkat, dan menjadi “You have to pay it at the cashier.”

Catatan: Kata ganti orang pertama tunggal (I) jarang sekali membuat pertanyaan yang
ditujukan untuk diri sendiri, semisal “Apakah saya adalah pengerajin batik?” dan “Apakah
saya menjual batik?”

Double Verbs

Terkadang, dalam satu kalimat terdapat lebih dari satu kata kerja, atau dalam satu
kalimat mungkin sekali terdapat dua kata kerja. Beberapa kalimat contoh di atas sudah
mengandung dua kata kerja. Dalam bahasa Indonesia, kita hanya perlu mengurutkan kata
kerja utama dengan kata kerja yang mengikutinya, seperti, “Saya ingin membeli celana
batik™. Ingin adalah sebuah kata kerja, begitupun dengan membeli. Akan tetapi, dalam bahasa
Inggris, jika terdapat dua kata kerja dalam satu kalimat, maka mereka harus disambungkan
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dengan to sepeti pada You want to buy a clothe, You have to pay it at the cashier, dan She
goes to find a gift.

Accusative Pronouns

Seperti yang sudah kita pelajari di unit-unit sebelumnya, terdapat tiga bentuk
pronomina, yaitu sibjektif, posesif, dan akusatif. Dua yang pertama sudah kita diskusikan,
dan kita akan mengetahui bentuk akusatif pronomina dalam bahawa Inggris di Unit ke 5 ini.

Sebuah kalimat dengan kata kerja umum terdiri dari subjek — kata kerja — objek.

APPENDICES

l. BATIK PATTERN/MOTIF AND ITS MEANING

1. Truntum

The Truntum motif was created by Kanjeng Ratu Kencana, the wife of Sunan Pakubuwana I,
and refers to revitalized one. She created this motif as a symbol of unconditional, everlasting
love that continues to grow (tumaruntum). Because of its meaning, the cloth with the truntum
motif is usually worn by the parents of the bride and groom on the wedding day. It is hoped
that the love symbolized in this motif will be passed on the bridal couple. It is some times felt

that the parents are required to “guide” the bridal couple as they enter a new life together.

2. Kawung
The kawung motif is oval, resembling the kawung fruit (a kind of palm whose fruit is
sometimes called kolang-kaling), and arrange in a neat geometric patern. Sometimes
this motif is also interpreted as the lotus flower with four split petals. The lotus flowers
symbolizes long life and purity.

3. The Semen Rama
(Pronounced Semen Romo) motif is often connected to the Ramayana story, which
features the teaching of Hastha Brata, the Eight Precepts of Good Governance. This
invaluable lesson was a gift from Ramawijaya to Wibisana when the latter was
crowned King of Alengka. Thus Semen Rama embodies the teaching of the essential
qualities of a king or leader.

4. Sido Mukti

Batik with Sido Mukti pattern are worn by the bride and the groom. Sido means
continuously, Mukti means prosper and full of happiness. It is expected the bride and
groom who wear this batik will happy and prosperous. The pattern shows boxes in
diagonal pattern and inside each box there are ‘meru’ or house, small ‘sawat’ or half
wing and sometimes butterfly. Therefore, when wore this Batik the entire pattern

should facing up.

Parang Rusak

Parang means weapon (like a sword), it symbolizes power and strength. Batik with
Parang Rusak pattern is worn by the king and the family.

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V1. DESCRIBING A PROCESS OF MAKING BATIK
A: Good morning.
B: Good morning.
A: I am Mia. I’'m from Spain.
B: Hi Mia. | am Erna.
A: Ms. Erna, can you help me? | want to learn in drawing Batik.
B: My pleasure. Come in and follow me.
A: All right.
B: Gather Your Materials and Set Up Your Workspaces.
A: What do wee need?
B: Wax, brush, cloth and many more.
A:; | see. And Then?

B: Please sit down here. Follow my instruction carefully.

1. The first wax is applied over the penciled-in outline of the pattern. Almost always the

original cloth is white or beige.

2. The cloth is dyed in the first dye bath. In this case the first dyebath is indigo blue. The

area of the cloth where the wax was applied in Step 1 will remain white.

. Second application of wax is applied. In this case it is a dark brown color. A poorer
quality of wax is used to cover larger areas of cloth. The darker color helps to
differentiate it from the first wax applied. Any parts that are covered with this wax
application will remain the indigo color.

. The cloth is dyed in the second dye bath. In this case it is a navy blue. Any areas that
are not covered by wax will become dark blue.

. All the wax that has been applied thus far is removed. This is done by heating the wax
and scraping it off and also by applying hot water and sponging off the remaining
wax.

. Wax is applied to the area of the fabric that the artist wishes to remain the indigo blue
color.

. Wax is applied to the area of the fabric that the artist wishes to remain white.
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8. The fabric is submerged in the final dye bath. In this case it is brown. Any areas of the
cloth that have not been covered with wax will become brown.

9. The finished cloth is after all of the wax has been removed.
